RESOLUTION

At a regular meeting of Tﬁe Executive Council of Thé General Assoclatlon
of Davidian Seventh-day Adventists held at Mt. Carmel Center, Wacc, Texas
March 30, 1959, the following resolution was unanimously approved and
adopted by the Executive Council of said Association setting forth the
reasons for teking the position it had taken that day:

WHEREAS the last work of V. T. Houteff before his death had been the work of

revision of Timely Greetings, Vol. 2, No. 15, and

WHEREAS at this time he expressed the definite conviction that the time
prophecy of Revelation 11:2-12 and Daniel 12:6,7 could kave met thelr
fulfilment only in type from 538 A.,D. to 1798 A.D. and thzt they have
a latter-day fulfilment, and

WHEREAS The General Assoclation of Davidian Seventh-day Adventists, in its

official publications, the Symbolic Code, Vol. 11, No. 1 (November, 1955)

made the declaration "that it is clear that we have already entered the
period of 42 months" (1260 days) and,

WHEREAS it was decided in the meeting of the Executive Council on March 27,
1959 that the 1260 days began when that issue of the Code was put in the
mails, which was Novémber 9, 1955, and

WHEFEAS, by counting the days, 12€0, from November 9, 1255 the period wculd
end April 22, 1959, and

WHEREAS according to Revelatlon 11:7 the warring against and the killing of the
"Two Witnesses" (the church and word of God) would occur anytime there-
after, and

WHEREAS incidentally the 1260 days end the day before Pessover which the
Executive Council took into consideration but having no scriptural
foundatlon they placed no positive significance to the coincidence, and

WHEREAS there 1is evidence that the confederacy is forming in preparation for
the fulfilment of Revelation 13 and Isaiah 8, and

WHEREAS God's people will be delivered in time of war (Zechariah iA), ;;;“””“‘—‘

WHEREAS considering the evident desire of and the evident advantages Lo nll

Davidians to be on Mt. Carmel should this be the vary time whrn thane

events are to take place, and



YHEREAS the Executive Council, in accordance with the Levitlicus, Article V,
Section 1, had decided that a solemn assembly should be called in which
meeting, "the priests, the ministere of the Lord" should "weep between
the porch and the alter and let them say, Spare Thy people, O Lord, and
give not Thine heritage to reproaoch, that the heathen should ruie over
them: (Marginal reading, "use a byword asgainst them") Wherefore shouid
they say omong the people, Where is their God?" Joel 2:17.

BE IT RESOLVED that a call to a solemn assembly be sent to all Davldians and
that they ascemble themselves on Mi, Carmel on or before April 1¢, 1959
so thal they arrive before TFriday evening, April 17 and that alj
Davidians in foreign countries be notifled of this mesting bul thet they
be ins'ructed to hold themselves 1n readinecs to get their deliverarce
from the "Assyrian yoke" where they are, and that theze announcements
be cent cul as soon as poscible,
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
